This scholarship is not based on a senior's GPA; it is solely
based on each senior’s participation level in Project Graduation. Qualifying seniors must show proof
of College or Trade School enrollment on or before September 9"; if the required proof of
enrollment is not presented, the offered scholarship will become null and void. To be eligible:

CANDIDATES MUST HAVE MET ALL REQUIREMENTS BELOW:

1) Must have attended at least 3 Project Graduation/Senior Serve meetings throughout the year.

2) Must have participated in Senior Serve in at least two activities. (example: Waiter/Waitress,
Talent Show, Hostess, Punch Server, Donated to the Silent Auction...etc.)

3) Must have sold at least the minimum number of items or tickets at each fundraising event.

4) Must have filled out the Scholarship Criteria Acknowledgement Form that was found in the Pro-
Grad senior packet, and returned it with required signatures, by the specified date.
