ALL Proposals must comply with the following:

· A vendor factory-authorized to install Cisco network electronics (preferred, or functional equivalent) is required.

· A design incorporating Cisco network electronics (preferred, or functional equivalent), compatible with existing core electronics is required

· A quote for the network electronics portion of the proposal must include the percentage discount from the vendor's list price
